About the IPER courses: The IPER courses train state and local governments to identify and protect essential records during emergencies.  There are two main IPER courses. 

· The Essential Records webinar trains local and state government personnel to identify their essential records and differentiate them from other records; identify and mitigate risks that may threaten essential records; and incorporate essential records into COOP plans. 
· The Records Emergency Planning and Response webinar teaches how to prepare a Records Emergency Action Plan (REAP); places the REAP in the context of standard emergency response protocols; and how to implement a response to rescue records. [image: image7.png]
